Ymweld â’r Warchodfa  
Gellir cyrraedd Y Spinnies, Aberogwen (SH 613 721) o Fangor 
drwy ddilyn ffordd Tal-y-Bont o’r cylchfan ar yr A5122 ger 
mynedfa Castell Penrhyn.  Ceir arwyddbost ar gyfer y ffordd 
sy’n arwain i’r warchodfa ar yr ochr chwith, wedi 1km. Gellir 
cyrraedd y warchodfa o ffordd yng Nghyffordd 12 yr A55 hefyd.  
Mae’r ffordd fechan yn arwain at faes parcio.  Cerddwch yn ôl 
i lawr y ffordd am y mynedfeydd i’r warchodfa.  Byddwch yn 
ofalus wrth wneud hyn.          
Mae modd cyrraedd y warchodfa o’r maes parcio drwy 
gerdded ar hyd y traeth o ro mân.  Mae hwn yn llwybr 
anwastad ac anodd, ac mae’r llanw’n effeithio arno.  Gall 
defnyddio’r llwybr hwn darfu ar adar ar yr aber, ac effeithio ar 
fwynhad eraill o’r safl e.                            
Ceir safl e hebrwng ym mhrif fynedfa’r warchodfa i ymwelwyr 
llai abl, ond dylid bod yn ofalus yn y fan yma, oherwydd mae’n 
cael ei ddefnyddio fel safl e troi gan gerbydau fferm.

Visiting the Reserve
The Spinnies, Aberogwen (SH 613 721) can be approached 
from Bangor by following the Tal-y-Bont road from the 
roundabout on the A5122 near the Penrhyn Castle entrance. 
The road to the reserve is signposted on the left hand side 
after 1km. The reserve can also be approached from a road at 
Junction 12 off the A55. The minor road leads to a car park. 
Walk back down the road towards the entrances to the reserve. 
Please use caution in doing so.
It is possible to access the reserve from the car park by walking 
along the shingle beach.  This is uneven, diffi cult walking and 
affected by tides. Using this route can disturb birds on the 
estuary and affect the enjoyment of the site by others. 
There is a drop-off point at the main reserve entrance for     
less-abled visitors.  However caution should be used as this 
area is used as a turning area by farm vehicles. 
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There are two entrances
Walking roughly 150m back up the road from the car park, 
there is a gate to the Glas-y-Dorlan (Kingfi sher) Hide.  The 
hide is about 50m further.  Access to the hide is via steps 
with a hand-rail. 

The second and main entrance is a further 150m along the 
road.  The main hide is about 200m in and is designed for 
wheelchair use.  Both paths are gravelled and even.  There 
is no access to other areas of the reserve other than a small 
grassland area adjacent to the beach.  The paths here are 
unsurfaced but level and there is also a bench. 
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Ceir dwy fynedfa
Gan gerdded rhyw 150m yn ôl i fyny’r ffordd o’r maes parcio, 
ceir giât i Guddfan Glas y Dorlan. Mae’r guddfan yn rhyw 50m 
ymhellach.  Ceir mynediad i’r guddfan drwy gyfrwng stepiau 
gyda rheilen i gydio ynddi. 

Mae’r ail a’r brif fynedfa yn 150m ymhellach ar hyd y ffordd.  
Mae’r brif guddfan yn rhyw 200m i mewn ac mae modd 
defnyddio cadeiriau olwyn ar y safl e yma.  Mae graean 
ar y ddau lwybr ac maent yn wastad.  Ni cheir mynediad 
i ardaloedd eraill o’r warchodfa, ar wahân i laswelltir 
bychan gerllaw’r traeth.  Nid oes arwyneb ar y  
llwybrau troed yn y fan yma, ond maent yn 
wastad a cheir mainc yma hefyd.
